It is a 20 

minute walk to Peel. We can arrange sea 

kayaking, rock climbing, coasteering, 

pony trekking and guided walks. There are 

also many beautiful Manx National Heri-

tage sites to visit and 

beaches to explore. Peel 

with the Castle, golf, 

swimming pool,   

Museum and tennis 

is 5 minutes by car, 

St Johnõs with itõs 

Craft Centre only 10 

minutes away.
